They are a very
friendly and delightful family. They attended our 2022 Thanksgiving Dinner and the children
have come to our Fallfest, SAM Camp, and Egg Hunt activity. They also plan to attend the
Free Soccer Clinic on June 4" and Soccer Camp in August.

Bushra & Sara | Azra (connected to me through Pastor Ben) introduced Minister isabel to Bushra and Sara
(Rockville) while they stayed in a hotel after coming out from a camp and waited for their assignment to
an apartment.

Bushra was sponsored by the Atlantic Magazine to come to the U.S. and is working full time
in The Atlantic. Sara is a junior in highschool. They left behind a mother and a sister in
Afghanistan. Bushra and Sara also have two brothers who live in Rockville. Bushra and Sara
attended our Thanksgiving dinner for the Afghans in 2022.

Delkhwa Delkhwa came out of Afghanistan with 3 boys. Her husband was left behind. Minister Isabel
(College Park) | met her while visiting another Afghan family in the hotel. Because of lack of English, she has
limited opportunities for jobs. Her sons are attending school. They attended our 2022
Thanksgiving Dinner for the Afghans. The boys attended our SAM Camp and Egg Hunt
activity. They will also attend our Free Soccer Clinic and the August Soccer Camp.
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Delkhwa was just accepted to the upcoming STEP Culinary Program. She will begin at the end
of May for eight weeks. After completion of the program, she will have opportunities for a
full-time job!
