¢ Chinese Sign Language Translation of the Bible - training Deaf Bible sign language interpreters,
sign language Bible vocabulary and Bible stories. Pray that the Lord will guide and move churches
to support this ministry.

¢ Discipleship Program (New Life) - Not only do the Deaf lack a set of “Sign Language Bibles” that
belong to them, they also lack teaching materials. We have translated the first lesson of the “New
Life Accompanying Reader” into a sign language video in 2021. The second lesson has been
completed and is going through the proofreading process. Many images, sign languages and
short films are inserted into the videos. Pray for the Deaf to understand the content of the videos
more easily.

¢ Love Deaf International Sign Language Bible College (East Asia Region) - With the Lord’s
guidance and provision, we have completed two semesters of online classes in 2023, and will
continue to offer online courses in a two semester format in 2024. Classes are taught by two deaf
instructors. The Deaf Bible College assists deaf churches/ministries by providing theological
education and church planting training that is culturally appropriate to the Deaf, and equipping
them to be effective church planters, missionaries, pastors and leaders. Ask that the Lord will
strengthen our workers, and that the Holy Spirit will lead more deaf people to come to faith in
Jesus.
