(2) The Missions Department, the Budget Committee and the Board of Elders approved a $10,000
emergency support fund to Kyiv Theological Seminary (KTS) in Ukraine a massive wave of
Russian missile attacks struck Kyiv on 3/4. The attacks severely damaged or destroyed heat
generation facilities and boiler plants on the left bank of the city, where KTS is located. As a
result, electricity has been highly unstable, often unavailable in many areas, and water supply
has been disrupted. These conditions have persisted through December and January, among
the coldest months of the year, with temperatures dropping to -20°C. KTS is a strategic partner
of CBCM.
