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2024 CBCM Awana Missions Project
Maranao Children’s Bible Club, Philippines

Since 2018, the Month of March has become CBCM Awana Missions Month. Our children generously donate
their Awana bucks (points) to help children locally and globally, so they have opportunities to hear the Gospel
and grow in their understanding of God's truth.

Tambacan Malou Center is in Tambacan section of lligan City in Northern Mindanao area. This area is one of
the largest Maranao Muslim areas with many squatters and low-income housings.

Tambacan Bible Club ministry: Every Saturday morning we teach the Bible chronologically to an average 50
Maranao Muslim children range from 4-14 years old which include the younger kids’ group, older boy, and
older girl groups. Snacks after class are provided and a monthly feeding program conducted because these
children are from very low-income families.

To continue our weekly Bible Club in safety, our needs include: (1) Getting new wooden posts and roofing
for a hallway classroom area as the roof leaks and wooden posts are rotten which are dangerous to kids while
having class there. (2) Put a cement floor on the grassy area in the backyard so that there is an open ground to
have games with kids and to keep kids from infected by Dengue fever due to this grass area tends to breed
mosquitos and snakes. (3) Retreat for Bible Club workers. (4) June graduation stationary kits & Christmas
Hygiene kits for students.

Cindy Chen Moscoso is a Taiwanese American and a registered
nurse who was called to share Gospel with Maranao Muslim in
Southern Mindanao since 2007 and is CBCM-supported Kingdom
Partner. God blesses her with a Filipino husband Robert and two
sons to serve together as a family. We involve in medical mission
among Maranao Muslims, and we also host a weekly Bible Club to
teach Maranao children and teenagers about Jesus.
