Description of the project:

LATCOM Mission is inviting the Chinese Bible Church to
join them in reaching with the Gospel numerous under-
reached indigenous Chiquitano people who live in small
towns and villages scattered throughout a region in
eastern Bolivia known as the Gran Chiquitania, These
communities and their lands are established in what
today are indigenous reserves not unlike those we see
in North America.

Location: “Chiquitania ("Chiquitos” or "Gran
Chiquitania®) is a region of trepical savannas in

the Santa Cruz Department in eastern Bolivie.” Chiquitos
is the colonial nome for what is now essentially five of
the six provinces that make up the Chiquitania, @ region
in Bolivia's Santa Cruz department. "Chiquitos” refers to
a region, not a tribe" (Wikipedia),

Summary of the Project:

Costs: $10,000 for 2 playgrounds

LATCOM received requests to build two playgrounds in
the Concepcion area. If extra funds come in, we have
two more communities waiting in the Lomerio.

These playgrounds are
key to opening these
closed indigenous
communities for the
Gospel.

LATCOM has skilled workers who oversee the work, and
our national workers oversee the funds so that all
donated funds will be used appropriately.

LATCOM needs help to open doors to unreached
Chiquitano communities through funding playgrounds.
We have discovered that building of playgrounds for
these at-risk children is one of the best tools we have
for getting the Gospel into these otherwise, closed
communities,

One reason these are so successful is that there is
partnership with the community who must put in their
part to provide all raw materials that they need: lumber,
sand, gravel, rock and volunteer labor, to help build the
park. LATCOM through its national workers provide the
oversight, the transportation of the raw materials, the
basic hardware for the playground (cement, slide,
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swings, hardware, etc.), paint, recycied vehicle tires for
the playground enclosure, and direct all the work, Each
playground costs LATCOM about 55,000. Here are some
playgrounds we’'ve built over the years.

This is the first playground we built 9 years ago, It opened this
community to the Gespel and now has a church with over 60
in aendance and is at the forefront of reaching the other 40
communities that surround Concepclan.
