New legislation that came into force in Kyrgyzstan at the beginning of 2025 has increased restrictions
on freedom of religion or belief, including a ban on sharing faith in public. Churches or religious
organizations seeking to obtain compulsory registration must now provide evidence of at least 500
adult founding members resident in a single region, rather than the minimum of 200 required
previously. Pray for wisdom and discernment for church leaders to enable them to find ways for
Christians to meet and worship despite the new restrictions.
