KEY FEATURES AND DETAILS INCLUDE:

AUTHENTICATION: Users must enter a username and password to log in or access
the app as a guest.

FUNCTIONAUTY: It includes search capabilities and a settings menu to adjust access
information and language.

RECENT UPDATES: The app was updated in early 2025 (version 2.4) to fix login text
visibility issues and expand search keywords to include alias/maiden names.
