In the months since former President Bashar al-Assad was ousted and replaced by Ahmed al-
Sharaa, believers have experienced greater tolerance and religious freedom. While other religious
minorities (such as Alawites and Druze) have been attacked by Sunni Islamists, Christians have
been almost entirely spared from harm. However, says our contact, it is only “early days - things can
change.” President al-Sharaa is a former Salafi jihadist leader with former links to Al Qaeda, and
many fighters loyal to the new government are Islamist extremists. Pray for the continued protection
of Christians from harm, as well as protection for other minorities in Sunni-majority Syria.
