(1) Jesus in the Secular World: Reaching a Culture in
Crisis Hon Lam, Bryant Yung

There is an ever-widening cultural divide today between the secular
culture and the Church. Much of what was formerly regarded as the
Christian world is leaving its roots behind, and it is mostly dominated by
secularism (death to religion) and relativism (death to absolute truth). As
followers of Jesus Christ, how do we bridge this cultural gap and share
God's love? How could we be an effective witness of the gospel to the
non-believers around us?

The goal of this class is to encourage and equip Christians to relevantly
reach those who would not usually come to Church or are skeptical
about the Christian faith. The principles of this class are taken from the
book "Jesus in the Secular World" by Ben Pierce and “The 9 Arts of
Spiritual Conversations” by Mary Schaller & John Crilly (some content
is from a previously taught class called "Portrait of a Missional Life").
We will explore the mindset of secular culture and learn daily life hab-
its that could help us connect and engage lovingly with our non
believing neighbors, co-workers, classmates, etc. The format of the
class will be discussion-based with weekly practice exercises and pray-
er time.

(2) Leviticus: Living in God’s Presence Cliff Soon

How do you see God? Is the God of the Old Testament very different
from that of the New? This quarter we continue our dive into the book
of Leviticus, mystifying and impenetrable to many Christians, with all its
talk of sacrifices and offerings and laws which seem distant

and irrelevant to us. However, to the Israelites, it was good news. For

Jewish kids, it was the first book of the Scriptures they were taught at
school. And without it, the rest of the Bible, including the Gospel, sacri-
fice, atonement, law, and grace, doesn’t make much sense.

For “Leviticus is good news. It is good news for sinners who seek
pardon, for priests who need empowering, for women who are vulnera-
ble, for the unclean who covet cleansing, for the poor who yearn for
freedom,” for the marginalized, for families, for animals, for creation. It
tells us how to live in the presence of a holy God, what He has done for
us, and what He expects of us as a holy people. As we journey through
the book, we will see God with new eyes, read the New Testament with
new understanding, and worship Him with a new joy. (For those who
missed the first quarter, don’t worry - we’ll catch you up!)

Teens Group will be going through the book of John, learning the essen-
tials about the teaching of Jesus and his gospel consisting of his life
death and resurrection.
